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	In 1947 a new secondary school was created in a building that hosted a primary school at a time. In 1966 the schools were separated to give rise to the III Secondary School, which was later named after C. K. Norwid. Integrated teaching of disabled pupils was officially introduced in 2004, and two years later the school changed its name to III Secondary School with

Integrated Classes.

	At present our school is one of the best secondary schools in Kielce and also the most famous one because this is the only secondary school with integrated classes in our city. Since 2004 on each level apart from regular classes we have got two classes of 20 student only, where together with healthy students attend disabled ones. We have student with all kinds of physical disabilities who are given a chance to participate in regular school life without the feeling of rejection. This situation gives also a chance to other students to learn tolerance and to become sensitive for other people's problems.
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We are a family of 662 pupils, aged 16 – 19 and 52 teachers.
Education lasts 3 years. Our main subjects are: Polish, Maths, Physics, Chemistry, Geography, Biology, History, Cultural Education, Civics, Home Economics, Computer Science, Physical Education, Religious Education, modern languages (English, German, French and Russian).
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	To give the students of the first year a chance to get to know each other better a special camp is organized. At the beginning of September students together with their teachers go for two days to one of campsites near Kielce to get familiar with new classmates. During that time student have sport competitions between classes, they are having art classes and go hiking. In the evening there is a great bonfire and each class presents itself and their teacher to others. At the end the camp is visited by the headmaster of our school who officially welcomes the new members of the school society after the ceremony of taking an oath on the school banner.
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Our school is also known for spectacular sport achievements. Girls playing basketball, volleyball and handball are regularly winning the youth tournaments in our region. Boys are excellent swimmers and football players. Individuals are champions in all-round events, body building and athletics competitions.
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100 days before the final exams, called matura examination, third grade students have a ceremonial ball called "Studniówka". All students and teachers together with their partners wearing elegant ball clothes start with a traditional Polish dance Polonaise and have a wonderful party till dawn.
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	Our school has a tradition of organizing special artistic events to celebrate national or school holidays or important dates. On 14th October in Poland we have Teacher's Day and in our school it is always celebrated by students who prepare special performance connected with this day On 11th November (Polish Independence Day) students guided by history teachers organize thematic performance with poetry and music associated with this event. 
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	In December before the holiday break students with religion and Polish language teachers prepare Nativity play where the Biblical stories are told and Christmas carols are sung. In April third grade classes finish their education and first grade classes traditionally prepare farewell performances for their older friends. Other events held at various times throughout the year include charity campaigns or elections to Pupil Council, and monthly Parent – Teacher meetings are not only to inform parents about their children's progress in learning but also to give information about the school life.
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	The region of Kielce, the northern part of Little Poland, is situated between the rivers Vistula and Pilica. Because of the landform features, it can be divided into the Świętokrzyskie Mountains, which are the culmination of the Kielce-Sandomierz Upland, in the north, and the southern part – the Nida Basin.
